Over the past week, displacement 
continued in Kayin State with over 
2,000 individuals displaced to 
Kawkareik town and nearby villages 
from seven villages in Kawkareik 
Township following clashes, 
shelling and increased security 
presence in the second and third 
weeks of October. 

In Tanintharyi Region, an increase 
in the number of IDPs was 
observed with some 80 individuals 
displaced in Palaw Township 
following clashes and increased 
presence of Tatmadaw in the area.
