It is estimated there are around 250,000 people living with
#HIV in #Ukraine, (population 44,000,000). Only 51% of these
are virally suppressed.

Compare this to the #UK (population 67,000,000) where we
have around 105,000 people living with HIV of whom 89% are
virally suppressed.

In the Ukraine 46% of #PLWHIV are women, in the UK this is
27.5%.

It only takes 3 days without treatment for HIV to begin to
replicate in our blood. Within 2 weeks the viral load can go
beyond 150,000.

It is crucial that #PLWHIV in Ukraine have continued access to
medication, wherever they end up.

It is crucial that testing continues for Ukrainian people
wherever they are.

This must happen without stigma and without fear and without
judgment.

The demographics of #PLWHIV in Ukraine are totally different
to the UK, but we all have one thing in common.

We are all people. We are all someone’s daughter or son.
