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Ethiopia continued to receive new arrivals
during 2019, with 96,749 persons seeking
safety and protection
borders.

Ethiopia currently hosts 735,204 refugees from
26 nationalities who were forced to flee their
countries due to insecurity, political instability,
climatic conditions, conflict, and conflict-
Induced famine.

The overwhelming majority of refugees are
accommodated in 26 camps country-wide,
located in Tigray Regional State and the four
Emerging Regions of Ethiopia; the least
developed regions of the country.
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STRATEGIC PRIORITIES

A Preserving and enhancing the protection
environment and living conditions of refugees
Including their access to basic services, and
promotion of peaceful coexistence with local
communities;

A Strengthening refugee protection through the
expansion of Improved community-based and
multi-sectorial child protection and SGBV
programmes;

A Strengthening access to inter alia education,
WASH, health and nutrition, livelihoods, energy,
and to sanitary items;

ASupporting the implementation of
CRRF Pledges and Global Refugee Forum (GRF)
commitments to expand access to rights, services,
and self-reliance opportunities in the longer-term, in
line with the Global Compact on Refugees;

A Contributing to the development of strong linkages
with national/regional development related
interventions; and

A Expanding access to solutions including voluntary
repatriation when feasible, legal migration pathways,
resettlement opportunities, as well as local integration;
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
