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During the past few days, Ain District withessed a wave of
displacement as a result of the confrontations in the district.
More than 600 IDPs from several areas displaced to other safe
areas the district.

The IDPs are suffering difficult situation in the area. Lack of
shelter, NFIls and food materials increased the sufferings of the
IDPs.

We call on the office of the United Nations envoy for the
protection of civilians and open safe corridors to enable the IDPs
to bring the necessary materials that enable them to survive, and
to enable them to flee from the areas of conflict to safer areas.

We also call the humanitarian partners to play their roles and
assume their responsibilities and meet the needs of these
displaced persons in a way that guarantees their survival.

We, in the Executive Unit are ready to facilitate their tasks, and
cooperate with them.
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Recommendation

o The Food Security Cluster should direct food security partners to quickly intervene with food baskets for
these displaced people.

e The Food Security Cluster should direct the WFP partners to include these displaced people in the
programme.

e  The Shelter Cluster should direct the partners to respond quickly to cover the needs of the newly
displaced people in terms of rent and non-food items, especially blankets and mattresses, to face the
frost wave.

o The WASH Cluster should direct the partners to respond quickly to provide water tanks and tanks.

o The Protection Cluster should work to provide multi-purpose cash assistance to help some displaced
families pay housing and other rents.

e  We call on the humanitarian clusters and sectors in Yemen to urgently intervene to save the lives of
these displaced people.

o We demand the OCHA office allocate urgent emergency funds to meet the basic needs of the displaced.

e We call on all humanitarian partners to expedite and intensify interventions, given the increasing wave
of displacement and their needs and the scarcity of interventions in all sectors.

e Lifting the siege imposed on some areas corridors for civilians to be able to migrate to safe places.
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
